
Tool of the Month 
The tool this month is the 5Z249 generator third brush 
adjusting wrench.  This wrench is so designed with an 
offset to easily fit the nut on the third brush of the gen-
erator. This adjustment is easily made on the brush ring 
to increase or decrease the charging rate of the genera-
tor.  The 5Z806 is a newer design with a double head. 
The larger head is to remove the nut on generator termi-
nal. The brush ring is usually the culprit when a genera-
tor stops working due to deterioration of the insulator.  
Deterioration of the insulator usually grounds out the 

3rd brush and  stops current flow.
